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|Q |What is a SMART529 plan?

|A|529 plans, named after the section in the 
Internal Revenue Service code that 
authorized these programs (Section 529), are
tax-advantaged college investment programs
that can offer many benefits over taxable 
college savings accounts.

|Q | Is there a federal income tax benefit?

|A|With 529 plans, your assets can accumulate
tax deferred, withdrawals for “qualified higher
education expenses” are free from federal
income taxes. Non-qualified withdrawals are
taxable as ordinary income to the extent of
earnings, and may also be subject to a 10%
federal tax penalty. Such withdrawals may 
have state income tax implications.

|Q |Are there any state income tax benefits
for West Virginia residents?

|A|For West Virginia Personal Income Tax 
purposes, your Federal Adjusted Gross
income may be reduced by the amounts 
contributed to the program each year (must
be recaptured for non-qualified distributions).

|Q |Who controls the account?

|A|The Account Owner has complete control of
withdrawals and other changes to the account.

|Q |How much does it take to open a
SMART529 account? How much and
how often do I have to contribute after
the initial investment?

|A| It only takes $50 for West Virginia residents to
open an account. There is no minimum
amount for subsequent investments. There is
no set timeframe for contributions, but you
can set up automatic investments from a
checking or savings account. You can 
contribute bi-weekly, monthly, yearly, etc.

|Q |How do you open an account?

|A|You can open an account directly with
SMART529 WV Direct and SMART529 Select
or through a local financial investment 
professional with The Hartford® SMART529® -
Offered by the College Prepaid Tuition and
Savings Program Board of Trustees.
SMART529 WV Direct and SMART529 Select
plans can be opened through the mail or online
at SMART529.com. 

|Q |At what colleges and technical schools
can I use my SMART529 assets?

|A|At thousands of eligible institutions nationwide
including colleges, universities, vocational,
technical or graduate schools in the U.S., as
well as a limited number overseas. To check
eligibility, call the Federal Student Financial
Aid Center at 1-800-433-3243.

• Entrants must be a West Virginia parent or legal guardian entering the contest on behalf of a child enrolled in Kindergarten through 5th grade
as of September 1, 2008. Child must be a legal resident of West Virginia.

• Entrants must complete an official entry form and submit the form to “When I Grow Up,” PO Box 1228, Charleston, WV 25324-1228. Entries
must be postmarked by 11:59 pm ET November 7, 2008.

• Contest prizes for entrants are a $500 SMART529 college savings account for each of the 15 regional winners and a $4,500 SMART529 
college savings account for the grand prize winner.  

• Only the child registered on the entry form is eligible to win. No substitutes. Child may only be entered once in the contest, and only one child
is allowed on the entry form.

• Past winners of the SMART529 “When I Grow Up” Contest are not eligible to enter.

• There is no purchase necessary to participate or win. A purchase will not improve your chances of winning.
